To keep the pool open after scheduled hours (normally 7:30 p.m. out of pool and
8:00 p.m. deck closed as well) fee will be based upon # of guards required to be
on duty at $15/hour per guard with a two guard minimum.
NO high dive for adult events where alcohol is being provided.
Arrangements for additional food and beverages needs that are catered by the
Club should be handled through Club Manager Jeffrey Wargo

Procedures:

The guard in charge will meet/greet the member and introduce themselves to

discuss particulars regarding their event and to assure the member/host is familiar

with the facility.

Guard in charge will then review the details on the function sheet (if any)

including:

o Number of guests to charge for NOT including immediate family.

o Hours/time of the event — beginning and ending as agreed to and stated on the
function sheet

o Needs regarding items from shed to use in the pool and making them available

o Correct number of tables, chairs, linen, are in place as well as extra trash
barrels, grill etc., etc as detailed on the function sheet

Be sure the locker rooms are cleaned before and during the event

IF the grills are requested and someone other than the host party wants to use, the

guard in charge will explain that there is a party being set-up for

Sign should be hung outside the multi-function room signifying “Private Function

in Progress”
