Eligibility Everyone is welcome to join us! Must be able to sail and recover from a capsize.

DRules ISAF, US Sailing, ILCA, Sailing Instructions. Laser Class membership strongly encouraged but not
required. Wetsuit or Drysuit required - no exceptions. Lifevest must be worn unless waived by the RC.
One week of Race Committee duty is required for all and your registration is not complete until you
have signed-up for RC. Laser Class sails and parts only.

Adult (26+) Fee $100 $200
Youth (under 26) Fee $55 $110
Whippersnappers (18 and under) $1 — yes, one buck

Or pay $20 daily fee, applicable to full Series. To sail more than twice, must register for Series.
If more than one week past due, entry fee or RC signup, will not be scored!

Schedule 6 Saturdays starting April 17. Racing starts at 1:00pm each day.
No race starts after 1530 EDT/EST. Post-race social. All ages welcome.

DPrizes Daily first place glass. (Winner to tell how he/she did it, in brief post-race chalk talk.)
Season 1-5, top Apprentice, Master, Grandmaster, Radial, Woman, and Junior.
Must participate in 50% of races to qualify for season. All qualifiers receive a prize.

Boat Storage -Note that included in your Series or Season entry fee is the privilege of storing your boat
in the drystall at EYC for the duration of the Series that you have paid for. This includes the break
between the Fall and Spring Series only if you have paid for both (full Season), but it does not include
any time after the final race day in May.

EYC will charge late fees to the owners or charterers of boats that are not registered and paid for the
current Frostbite Series, or stored or left at the Club outside of the period for which storage has been paid.
No boat storage is allowed unless you have paid and qualify (>50% races) in the Series.

The person bringing in a Laser
must register with the staff, who will give them a label with their name on it, which must be immediately put on the stern of the boat. | understand that Lasers
found without a EYC-issued name label may be padlocked and subject to a late fee in addition to any storage fees assessed. | understand that owners of Lasers
on EYC property after November 15™, who have not registered and paid for the frostbiting series, will be charged for winter storage.
